
A s we come to the end of the academic year, 

we will be saying good-bye to a number of 

our colleagues. Mrs Dalton, (Business/ICT) is 

moving on to pursue other interests, Miss 

Withall, (Music), is being very adventurous and is 

going to teach in a school in Borneo and two long-

standing teachers, Mrs Thompson (Art), and Mr 

Griffiths, (Geography) are also leaving after many years 

service to the school. I would like to thank all of them for 

their contribution to the school and wish them well in their 

future ventures.  

R achael Brenkley, who is a Learning Support 

Assistant, will be leaving to start a PGCE 

course in September and Aline Guerbet, who 

has had a year’s placement with us from a 

school in France,  will also be leaving. Again we are grateful 

for the help they have provided.  

We have had to reduce our staffing compliment this coming 

year because of budget cuts and the smaller number of 

pupils moving up from the Primary schools. The impression 

that is given by politicians that school budgets are not being 

cut is not correct. A significant proportion of funding is 

calculated by grants, which take into account the proportion 

of students on free school meals and from areas of 

deprivation.  A greater focus is being placed on these 

factors which penalises us. However, the Government and 

Local Authority have also removed other grants which have 

had a negative impact on our budget this year and the 

funding for Sixth Forms is being cut by 10% over the next 

three years. Nevertheless the budget has 

been managed and balanced, and, as we 

move to Academy status, we are hoping for 

a period of greater stability in our budget 

planning. There is an update on our 

conversion to Academy status in this 

newsletter. 

 

Y ou will see in this newsletter the range of 

activities and opportunities we have provided 

this term. We continue to be one of the leading 

schools in the North East for our International links 

and have been invited to talk about them at several 

conferences as examples of best practice. 

W e are particularly grateful to Eve Galloway, the 

Extended Schools Co-ordinator, for the number and 

range of additional activities she has overseen. Eve is 

currently employed by the cluster of Teesdale School and 

the feeder Primary schools. Unfortunately, Extended 

Services is a budget being cut and ceases under the current 

arrangement from September.  However, I am pleased that 

we have been able to find additional funds to employ Eve 

directly, which means she will have even 

more time to spend with our students 

from September.  

A s I informed you earlier in the 

term, I will be taking a one year 

sabbatical from September to work on some education 

projects for the EU. We have a very strong leadership team 

and they will jointly be taking over the running of the school. 

We will have an unusual, but we believe effective 

arrangement, in that there will be three Co-Principals who 

will oversee the internal management of the school and will 

have specific areas of responsibility.  Ms Ellis will lead and 

manage all issues to do with teaching and learning.  This will 

include the quality of what is taught, and how well students 

are achieving and progressing in their lessons.  Mr Maguire 

will have responsibility for the curriculum, and will  

determine  the courses on offer, staffing levels and 

deployment, options, setting and timetables.  Mr Southeran 

will lead on all matters to do with student welfare, the 

pastoral and inclusion structures and parental engagement.  

T he Co-Principals will be supported by three Vice-

Principals who will have an internal management role 

but also lead on external links as part of our Academy 

responsibilities.  Mrs Bedwell will deal with staff welfare 

and development, and link with our partners involved in 

teacher training and professional development. Mr 

Cartwright is the Business Manager and Company Secretary 

of the new Academy Trust. Mr Williams will lead data 

management and tracking, developing innovative practice and 

providing consultancy services to other schools. Should you 

need to speak to a senior member of staff over any of these 

matters you will be directed to the relevant member of the 

leadership team.  

W e are looking forward to another good set of GCSE 

results this year. Our internal analysis shows that we 

continue to build on the strengths 

recognised by Ofsted and that our levels of 

achievement continue to be ‘Outstanding’. 

We look forward to next year and the 

further opportunities that our Academy 

status will provide.

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To Beijing and 
Back 

O n the 19th April a group of Year 8 and 
Year 9 students from Teesdale School set 

off to Beijing for what they knew was going to 
be a trip of a lifetime. They were joined by eight 
students from Tudhoe School on the visit, which 
was itself the result of a partnership between 
the schools and Number 41 Middle School in 
Shijiazhuang in northern China set up by 
Marjorie Bedwell, Assistant Headteacher at 
Teesdale and her husband, Stanley Bedwell, 
who holds the similar role in Tudhoe School. 
This was definitely the most adventurous school 
trip for either of the schools and turned out to be 
wonderfully rich cultural experience for all. We 
travelled by British Airways to Beijing and once 
in the hands of our wonderful tour guide we 
managed to pack into four days what most 

people would have taken two weeks to see.  

O n our first afternoon we went to the 
beautiful Temple of Heaven and from 

there to see a wonderful history of kung fu, 
performed in Beijing‘s Red Theatre where we 
were all dazzled by the skill of the performers 
which included Chinese dragons. Unusually for 
Beijing the next day brought rain, so we 
changed our itinerary to go to the peaceful 
Behai Park, which like all of the historic sites is 
within the huge and bicycle filled city of Beijing 
itself. We went on to Tiananmen Square and 
were very impressed with its scale and size. It 
was interesting too to see how tight security 
was in what is obviously a national monument. 
We had a group photograph taken under the 
famous photograph of Chairman Mao and we 

c o u l d  a l l 
imagine scenes 
from the more 
recent past. 
From there we 
walked into the 
Forbidden City 
and were all 
both enchanted 
and amazed by 
the size, beauty 
and history of 
the site. The 
emperor who 
built it was so 
desperate to 
avoid intruders 

that the bricks which make up the courtyard 
floors are 15 bricks deep-to avoid tunnelers! 
The students learnt here about the symmetrical 
way the palaces and courtyards were built and 
how they all follow a central line into the heart of 
what is a city within a city. The evening brought 
a chance to go to the night market and for the 
more adventurous students to eat scorpions on 

sticks!! 

T he next day was the highlight and in bright 
sunshine we set out with the students to 

become heroes by walking on the Great Wall. It 
was dazzling to see and many of our students 
seemed not at all phased by the dizzying 
heights or the steep descents. From there we 
moved to the sites of the Ming Tombs and the 
Sacred Road where again we felt the sense of 
tranquility and beauty that the Chinese ancient 
architects do so well. Many students were 
dazzled here by the materials used to build, we 
saw hardwood pillars that were over 3000 years 
old! On the following day we went to the 
Summer Palace and saw how the empress 
would relax by the beautiful lake. It was really 
busy there and our students as often happened 
were besieged by street vendors persuading 
them to by a ‗Rolex‘! From there we went to 
shop at Beijing‘s Silk Market and here we were 
joined by when Elinor Betton, who went on from 
Teesdale School to study for degree in History 
and Chinese at Sheffield and who is now 
teaching in the Chinese coastal city of Qindao. 
Not only did she give us lots of interesting 
details about life in China but she also gave the 
students a role model for the just what it‘s 
possible to do in terms of travel and being 
independent. In the Silk Market our students 
found they had hidden talents at the ancient art 
of bartering for the goods they wanted to buy 
and they certainly managed to knock the market 
traders down about two thirds of the original 

price! 

T he next day we set of for the long ride to 
Shijiazhuang where we were delighted, not 

only with the quality of our hotel, but with the 
warmth of our welcome from our partner school. 
The students and teachers all quickly got 
together and went to the local park. Unlike the 
parks we see, this one came equipped with a 
lake, little buggies to drive, a funfair and its own 
tower, apparently one of the highest in Asia. We 
all went to the top and saw over the small city of 
Shijiazhiuang; small in Chinese terms means 

about five million residents! 

T he next day was to be very exciting as we 
all went into school. It was staggering for 

our students, all from relatively small rural 
schools to see the numbers of students as 
literally hundreds of them jogged around the 
playground or waited for lessons. Classes were 
made up of at least 50 students, school was 
from 7.30 to 5.45 and after that it was time for 
homework! Our students went to lessons and 
then went home for lunch with their partners. 
The Chinese families had prepared all sorts of 
delicacies for our students and treated them like 
royal guests. In the afternoon they had lessons 
with the Chinese students in music and art and 
robotics before they went back home again with 
their partners. Here they again were so well 
treated and came back showered with gifts from 
a watermelon, to flowers, to fans, to cuddly 
toys!! For the teachers too, the Chinese 
generosity was quite overwhelming and they 
always put our needs before their own. It was 
certainly clear that the partnership the three 
schools have developed will flourish and that in 
the summer we will be able to reciprocate the 

welcome we received. 

T he following morning we went with the 
students and their teacher to see Longxing 

Temple which has a bronze Buddha over 20 
metres tall, with a thousand eyes! It was very 
hot and yet, like much of China, was tranquil 
and beautiful. After a final farewell meal we said 
our goodbyes and then returned to Beijing for 

our last night. 

W e did much more than this account 
covers, including seeing how pearls are 

collected and watching a Tea Ceremony. Many 
students, despite being such a long way from 
home, felt that they really liked China and they 
had had a window onto another world. Not only 
did they see sights some people can only 
dream of seeing, but they had that rare chance 
to go into a Chinese home, to be with a family, 
to make lifelong friends and to learn for 
themselves about the things we do differently 
and the things that in many ways are the same 

the world over.

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More News on International Links……. 

W ell it’s been another incredibly hectic year of 
internationalism at Teesdale.  We are now seen by 

many as an excellent leader in all things internationalism.  

A s well as our established trips to the WW1 Battlefields 
(Belgium) and Montdidier (France) this year we’ve 

established links with Russia, China (See extra article) and 
Spain, and in September we’re hoping to set up a link with 
Pakistan. 

I n May we welcomed our partner school from Moscow, 
who were lucky enough to be the first residential guests of 

the recently opened Hub. 

H owever, one of the biggest international projects this 
year was linking up with school from a town called 

Koprivshtitsa based in the Bulgarian Sreda Gora mountains.  
In the spring of 2011, 17 pupils from Koprivshtitsa arrived 
at Teesdale School and embarked on a project which would 
provide new skills and training, whilst using sustainable 
materials. The Bulgarian students along with students from 
Teesdale produced a product which would allow students to 
enjoy fun traditional games in a giant way outdoors (Giant 
Chess and Drafts set).  Very quickly a friendly and 
productive partnership was established between the two 
sets of students, which later enabled pupils from both 
countries to develop a real sense of community. The warm 
relationship between the students ensured a motivational 
atmosphere and a real sense of achievement. 

O n completion of the project at Teesdale, both sets of 
students flew to Bulgaria where they embarked on 

building prototypes of the geodesic dome and outer-walls 
(Straw + Mud from local hillsides). Several experiments 
were carried out and problems solved as to the exact 
composition required enabling sustainability of the structure. 
Throughout the experimentation pupils remained positive 
and focused on the task in-hand, which lead to a 
tremendous bond being established between all the pupils.  
During the inclement weather pupils from Teesdale took 
part in and also taught English to pupils from all age groups. 
This added to the sense of companionship and personal 
development of many of the pupils from Teesdale. 

O verall not only have the students developed new 
construction skills and identified the uses of sustainable 

materials, they have broadened their horizons, raised their 
expectations and experienced the wider-world. 

T he second phase of this project will take place this 
October.   

F inally, again we’d like to say a huge thank you to 
everyone who has hosted international children. We 

have wonderfully supportive parents; the contributions you 
have made to the school over the past year have been 
invaluable to the school.

Startforth Primary School Scientists  
 

S tudents from Startforth Primary School enjoyed an exciting morning at Teesdale School as part of their highly 
enjoyable Science themed week.  Students arrived in their home made lab coats to take on a series of Science 
challenges involving fizzing, reacting, sparking and burning.   

T he Startforth students were superb throughout the morning and Assistant Headteacher at Teesdale, Neil Williams, commented, ―The pupils 
were so enthusiastic.  It was a fantastic experience to teach them and to see so much enjoyment.‖  Emma Hunt, Science coordinator at 

Startforth, who has organised a range of activities for the students over the week said ―The pupils and staff loved it – it was a great moment in a 
great week!‖  Mr Williams went on to say that ―Events like this are really important in building relationships between ourselves and our primaries – 
we’re always looking for ways to help our primaries and to improve transition.‖ 

Engineering Education Scheme 
(England) 

A s a final piece to their project the year 12 
Engineering Scheme students visited the 

Selset Hydropower generation facility AT 
Selset Reservoir. The students were shown 
how RWE NPower take the water from the 

pre 1950 pipes and feed it into the new turbine 
house, purpose built for the facility. The 
turbine was designed and built by Andritz 

Hydro, an Austrian turbine design and construction company. The Turbine is 
bespoke to Selset and is a Francis type (it has double curvature blades). The 
facility will produce 0.4MW for the National Grid. The team were escorted 

throughout by the project engineer from RWE, Tim James.  

Celebration and Assessment Day – 6th April 2011  

O n 6th April the Engineering team travelled to Newcastle University to 
demonstrate and celebrate the work they had achieved over the last 6 

months. They were there with over 50 other teams from the North East. The 
first session was for them to deliver a 15 minute presentation to a panel of 
engineers and university academics—a daunting task for anyone! They 
distinguished themselves well and confidently fielded a number of questions 

from the panel. 

A fterwards the panel visited their stand to discuss the report that the team 
had constructed over the 6 months and to test their knowledge of how 

hydropower is generated. They used the model which they built during the 

December workshop and refined over the intervening months. 

T he students agreed they had a very challenging, yet enjoyable, project 
over the 6 months and were now better equipped with many skills 

necessary for the workplace. 

Teesdale's 
Weathergirls meet Trai 

Anfield  
  

O n 29 June, four Year 7 
students went to the 

Science Learning Centre in 
Durham for a special workshop 
in collaboration with BBC Look 
North Meterologist, Trai 
Anfield. 

T he group met with 3 other schools to script and perform two 
weather broadcasts—one set in the present, 2011 and one in the 

future, 2050.  The idea was to see how the collection of data from the 
school's weather station could be used by the local community to 
predict weather trends and then adapt to avoid difficulties. 

T rai organised the event in an informal, fun way, producing two 
sample broadcasts - one with her dressed as a granny!  She gave 

the groups lots of tips on how to produce a "catchy" news item.  The 
students were then able to compare their ideas from a rural 
community with those from a very different urban background.  The 
girls now hope to video their scripts to show at a later date.

obtained in recent years and take these to the next level with 
continuous outstanding achievement for all. 

Experience of a French Teacher  
 

Y ou may have heard about me from the students 
but, let me introduce myself.  My name is Ms 

Aline GUERBET and I am currently in my fourth 
year of teaching Physics and Chemistry in France. 
For the past school year, I have had the opportunity 
to work as a Teaching Assistant in Science at 
Teesdale School. I came to improve my English in order to teach Physics 
and Chemistry in this language as soon as possible back home.   Being 
here has allowed me to explore new ways of teaching science and to 
share my experience with the other teachers of science at school.  I have 
been here since September and I will finish my stay at the end of July. I 
was a little scared at the beginning, but everything went well and I 
quickly felt that I would not regret living this professional experience 
abroad.  

I  have observed a range of lessons—essentially in Years 7, 8, 11 and 
12, noticing more and more differences everyday. The many activities 

that are proposed to the students during a lesson, which obviously are 
very different from those we use in France, will help me to vary my way 
of teaching next year. I have really appreciated discovering and 
observing how an English school works, particularly the students and 
teachers’ schedules, and the many opportunities they have to share 
moments together, not only during a lesson but also by practicing 
different activities that are proposed throughout the day.  

E verything I have seen has been really interesting and the numerous 
exchanges I have had with the students have permitted me to 

understand better how their school life is.  As I have become more 
comfortable I began to teach Years 7 and 12 at the end of September 
and as the time passed by, I was glad to notice that the students got 
more and more involved.
