Welcome from Chairman

Mick Brennan welcomed everyone. He then outlined another active and very successful year for the P.T.A., developing links with Extended Services for fundraising purposes. There has also been a boost for the profile of the school in the local area highlighting the school’s achievements. Press releases were produced by a Y6 student and many of them were picked up. 
The main fund raising activities this year have been the bar for the 100’s Club, Mufti Day, Christmas production, the Christmas Raffle, Ceilidh and Quiz Night. Money has been spent on wristbands for the houses, a French drama group and Student Council projects and Prize Giving.
Presentation

The form time is now a learning time. Focus on working with different teams of people to encourage integration. It may be worth considering early team building days to encourage links with other Y7s.
The Rewards System has changed slightly due to planning insufficient funding. Text points now lead to certificates and house points. The rewards will be house events. 

Neil Williams (assistant head and director of Science) set out his priorities for the year including the desire to raise achievement at KS5 and the quality of teaching and learning across the school. Have successful extra projects running through STEM club and are taking part in a climate change project relating the work to the potential impact on Teesdale. 
Neil demonstrated the 3d room and discussed how it would impact on pupils’ learning in all subject areas.
